The inscriptions found in Yemen have revealed the history of ancient Yemen dating back to the
late second millennium BC. They are credited with developing one of the oldest alphabets in the world known as
the Musnad script. Yemen contains more texts, writings, and archaeological evidence than any other region of the
Arabian Peninsula. To overcome the harshness of nature, Yemenis excelled in building dams. The Sabaeans
constructed dams, with the most famous being the Marib Dam in the tenth century BC. This dam was a significant
factor in the prosperity of Yemen. The dam was an engineering miracle in the history of the Arabian Peninsula,
irrigating about 98,000 square kilometers and diverting 1,700 cubic meters of water per second. This man-made
oasis was known as the "Land of Paradise," and the Romans referred to it as Happy Arabia. Yemen is also
considered a sacred country in ancient history because it is the home of incense and frankincense, which were
used in the temples of ancient civilizations such as Greece, Babylon, and Pharaoh. The Yemenis excelled in trade,
were masters of the sea, and conducted maritime trade both east and west. The first maritime trade law appeared
in the ancient world in the Kingdom of Osan. Several states were established in the Middle Ages, including the
Ziyadian state, the Yaafari state, the Zaydi Imamate, the Tahirid state, and the most powerful of these, the Rasulid
state. North Yemen gained independence from the Ottoman Empire in 1918 and established the Mutawakkilite
Kingdom of Yemen until its overthrow in 1962 and the establishment of the Yemen Arab Republic. Meanwhile,
South Yemen remained a British protectorate until 1967 when the People's Democratic Republic of Yemen was
established. Yemeni unity was achieved on May 22, 1990.
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In 2023, the Temple of Bran (popularly: Throne
of Bilgis) was added to the UNESCO World
Heritage List along with other monuments of the
