This
modernization is characterized by several key developments:

Artists like Hagage A.J. Masaed exemplify this trend by incorporating traditional
instruments, such as the mermar, into modern musical styles, creating a unique
sound that resonates with both older and younger generations [1].

2. Technological Innovations: The use of digital tools and platforms has
transformed how music is produced and distributed in Yemen. Musicians are
leveraging social media and online streaming services to reach wider audiences,
which has facilitated the global dissemination of Yemeni music. This technological
shift allows for greater collaboration among artists, both locally and internationally,
enhancing the richness of the musical landscape [2].

3. Cultural Preservation: Despite the modernization efforts, there is a strong
emphasis on preserving traditional Yemeni music. Institutions like the Yemeni
House of Music play a crucial role in documenting and promoting traditional songs
and instruments. Musicians such as Muhammad Hejry are dedicated to reviving
ancient instruments like the turbi, adapting them for contemporary use while
maintaining their historical significance. This approach ensures that the cultural
roots of Yemeni music are not lost amidst modernization [3].
