The economic crisis has not only affected access to education but also the
quality of education provided. Many schools have suffered from inadequate
funding, leading to a lack of resources, poorly trained teachers, and deteriorating
infrastructure. The World Bank's Restoring Education and Learning (REAL)
project highlights efforts to improve educational quality in Yemen, yet the overall
impact remains limited due to the ongoing economic and social turmoil [1]. The
lack of investment in educational infrastructure has resulted in overcrowded
classrooms and insufficient learning materials, further hindering students' academic
performance.
