In contrast, five additional
recovery scenarios focus on specific areas such as agricultural investments, economic
development, women's empowerment, human capabilities, and governance quality. Each
scenario aims to address different aspects of post-conflict recovery and development [1].

through improved agricultural practices.

2. Economic Development: Boosting investment and productivity to stimulate economic

growth.

3. Empowered Women: Increasing women's participation in the economy and society

to unlock their potential.

4. Human Capabilities: Focusing on health and education to improve overall human

development.

5. Governance Quality: Promoting effective governance and public-private partnerships

to support infrastructure development.

The Integrated Recovery scenario combines these elements, projecting a future where
coordinated efforts lead to significant improvements in educational and health outcomes,
ultimately surpassing pre-conflict development levels by 2050 [1, 2].
