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Abstract: This study provides an in-depth analysis of the many challenges encountered by gender education in China's
higher education sector, including the constraints of the stage of educational development, the lack of gender theory
research, and the insufficient power of women's groups, all of which have had an impact on the progress of gender
education. This paper aims to provide references and lessons for the development of gender education in higher education
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Introduction
With the deepening development of higher education in China and the
in-depth exploration of gender issues by Western feminists, the issue of
equality between the sexes in education has gradually received attention.
However, in Chinese colleges and universities, this issue has not yet received
enough attention, and the relevant education is weak in both theoretical
research and practical exploration. As higher education is moving towards
massification, modernization and internationalization, the micro-differences
between genders and the issue of equality have become significant again.
Paying attention to gender issues in colleges and universities and effectively
promoting gender education is not only a need to deepen the comprehensive
reform of higher education in China, but also a necessary condition for
promoting the internal development of colleges and universities, improving

the quality of education and realizing social justice.

Results and discussion
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Since the reform and opening up of China, higher education in China has
made remarkable progress in many aspects, such as quality, scale, structure,
type and level. At the same time, upholding the basic national policy of
equality between men and women, China has made remarkable achievements
in promoting gender equality in higher education. However, compared with
the international community, there is still a considerable gap. China has
always been committed to ensuring equal access and levels of education for
both genders in higher education, and has especially achieved good results in
raising the enrolment rate and education level of women. However,
constrained by the stage of development, higher education has yet to pay
attention to gender identity differences and substantive gender equality issues
at the micro level, and gender education has yet to be deepened at both the
theoretical and practical levels.

The concept of gender originates from Western feminism and aims to
analyses the gender characteristics and differences that people develop in the
process of socialization. Since the 1970s, this theory has been widely used to
promote the rights and interests of women in the West. Many countries, such
as the United States, Canada and South Korea, have attached great
importance to gender studies in education and provided a solid theoretical
foundation for their teaching practices. However, in China, gender issues are
often put on the back burner, and related gender inequalities are -easily
ignored or obscured. At present, research on gender and education is not
systematic enough to support the development of gender education in
colleges and universities, which to a certain extent restricts the depth of
gender education [1].

The low degree of awakening of Chinese women's self-awareness has
been a major obstacle to the development of education in China throughout
history [2]. Women's education in China was introduced from an external
culture and was developed out of necessity when the country was facing a
crisis. At this stage, most of the progress and changes in higher education in
China have been initiated and led by male thinkers and education experts,
with relatively few female voices. In contrast, the feminist movement in
Western countries has been a key force driving change in their higher
education. The lack of female power is one reason why it is difficult to carry
out gender education in depth in China.

Conclusion

This study analyses the difficulties encountered in gender education in the field of
higher education in China, which are mainly reflected in the insufficient attention to
gender differences and their equality, insufficient research on gender theories, and the
lack of support from female forces. The study points out the direction for the progress
of gender education in China's higher education institutions. At present, gender
education in China's colleges and universities is still in its infancy, and the relevant
concepts and methods are still in the process of gradual formation. Therefore, China's
colleges and universities must commit themselves to the practice of gender education
and actively seek solutions to ensure that gender equality policies are effectively
implemented and deepened in educational activities.
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
