Results and discussion النتائج والمناقشة 

The acquisition of English among public school students in Taiz faces 

significant challenges stemming from multifaceted factors. Research indicates that 

socioeconomic status (SES) profoundly influences language learning outcomes [1]. 

Students from lower SES backgrounds often lack access to quality educational 

resources, experience limited exposure to English outside the classroom, and 

receive less parental support, hindering their fluency and increasing anxiety [1-3]. 

Furthermore, pedagogical approaches and curriculum design contribute to these 

challenges. Traditional methods emphasizing rote memorization and grammar 

rules, without developing communicative competence, fail to engage students and 

align with their career needs. A disconnect between the curriculum and students' 

real-world experiences, coupled with a scarcity of English texts and technological 

facilities, further limits opportunities for language practice [2]. 

These findings underscore the need for targeted interventions. 

Recommendations include implementing communicative and interactive teaching 

methods, providing teachers with professional development to address language 

disparities, and advocating for policies that prioritize equitable access to high-

quality education [1]. Addressing these challenges requires a comprehensive 

approach that considers socioeconomic factors, pedagogical practices, and resource 

allocation to foster effective English language acquisition among public school 

students in Taiz.
