HISTORICAL MEMORY OF STUDENT YOUTH IN GOMEL
AND YEKATERINBURG: SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES1

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Based on the survey of students of the Ural Federal University and Gomel State Technical Uni-
versity, the differences in the perception of the significance of ancestors' exploits and the relevance of
the memory of the Great Patriotic war have been revealed. The majority of respondents in both coun-
tries consider the Great Victory as an example of heroism of older generations, but Russian students
more often note the tendency to erase historical memory under the influence of modern challenges.

The work actualizes the role of cultural heritage
objects in the formation of historical identity of the new generation.
